Report from Corus PLC at Scunthorpe:

Good Practice of the Month

. Excellent practice was demonstrated when asbestos was
removed in the Turbo Blower House

. A tented enclosure was used where temperatures
approaching 31 deg C were recorded; these high
temperatures had been anticipated and discussed before
starting work and included on Method Statement and Risk
Assessments

. The team consulted Corus Occupational Health Dept. so
should there have been any illness due to suspected heat
exhaustion, they would be ready to give treatment

. Heat Awareness training was also given to the asbestos operatives before starting work

. All operatives worked to a hot work calculation chart, based on wet and dry bulb temperatures
recorded every 30 minutes, which guided them on their working times

. The results were boarding on a working time of 30 minutes working and 30 minutes rest, but were
close to stopping work altogether

. So, further action was taken — an Occupational Nurse was employed, via the contractor, to monitor
core body temperatures and body mass index

. All operatives were supplied with isotonic drinks, fruit and normal fluids and a cool area was created

. The contract lasted 14 days and during that time no operative was withdrawn from the work due to
heat stress

. A very commendable approach to the work and excellent results achieved under extreme working
conditions — well done to all involved

A Better Working Environment

Rilmac Insulation have invested in a new two story welfare and production block. The ground floor
accommodation provides a production room for the manufacture of a bespoke range of insulation
jackets and linings, along with storage space for the raw materials. To further enhance the working

environment Rilmac Insulation has invested in three Air Benches
designed to create an air flow through the top of the bench and carry
fibres away from operatives straight into the high efficiency filters.
The first floor accommodation houses a large training / restroom and
a self contained locker room, all of which will offer improved facilities
for the workforce.




Rilmac Fabrication expands into Bay 19....

In December 2008, Rilmac Fabrication renewed the Leasehold for their Shop Floor premises located at
Beevor Street in Lincoln. Integral to this new 6 Year Leasehold was the acquisition of an additional
workshop area - Bay 19; adjacent to our existing Bay 20, Bay 19 increases Beevor Street's capacity to
28,000 square feet.

The acquisition of Bay 19 has enabled Rilmac Fabrication to up-grade and improve existing facilities in-
line with current and future operational requirements, thus ensuring increased efficiency levels, better
working conditions and improvements to Employee Health and Safety in the workplace.

Since the Lease Agreement was finalised back in December 2008, Rilmac Fabrication have been
extremely hard at work completing a programme of planned improvements to the Beevor Street Site,
including; the introduction of improved and new emergency lighting to both Bays, the re-organisation of
current Shop Floor layouts to improve work-flow patterns, reduced handling and ultimately increased
efficiency, and finally, the installation of a new 10 Tonne Crane in Bay 19.

As you can see from the first pictures taken
in December 2008, and the final picture
taken at the end of February 2009, Rilmac
Fabrication have managed to achieve a
great deal of work in a very short space of
time.
