Rilmac’s marquee at the Lincolnshire Show was grace d by Quicksilver  – at 
300mph, potentially the world’s fastest boat. Here,  Quicksilver’s  driver Nigel 
Macknight gives his impressions of the event and wo rking with Rilmac. 
 
  There has been a great deal of support for our bid to return the World Water Speed Record to 
this country after an absence of 40 years. Lots of companies and individuals have rallied to the 
cause and given a helping hand. You have to go right back to the era of Donald Campbell and 
Bluebird for our last taste of success in this most difficult and demanding field. The Americans 
held the record from 1967 to 1977 and Australia has held it ever since. 
 
  Just imagine that … the current World Water Speed Record of 317.6mph has stood for 30 
years! Surely, with the technological advances of the past three decades, this record is ripe for 
the taking? We certainly think so. 
 
  Rilmac has supported the Quicksilver project for the past two years, following an initial 
approach from Mel Booth. One of Rilmac’s most helpful contributions has been moving 
Quicksilver from place to place on what we call the “Quicksilver Roadshow”. The boat has to be 
handled with great care, as you might expect, and each trip to a different venue presents its own 
challenges. With this being Rilmac’s 50th Anniversary year, the Lincolnshire Show was our 
chance to thank Rilmac for its assistance thus far. 
  
  We had Quicksilver on display on both days of the show and you could see that it really caught 
people by surprise when they walked around the corner, expecting to see another tractor – or, 
perhaps, an estate agent’s display – and there, instead, was a 300mph speedboat! It was a very 
pleasant way to spend two days, chatting to the many visitors who came to the Rilmac stand. 
They ranged from long-established customers to casual passers-by, but the one thing they 
shared was a sense of awe and excitement at the thought of Quicksilver taking to Coniston 
Water and turning her engine in anger for the first time, setting off for a voyage into the record 
books and bringing glory to Great Britain. 
 
  It was an opportunity, too, for me to get to know many Rilmac people much better. There is a 
tendency, in the pressure of “getting the job done”, to grab no more than a quick word here and 
there in the normal course of working life. The relaxed pace of the Lincolnshire Show gave 
everybody time to unwind and talk at leisure. 
 
  Right from the outset, it has been a pleasure 
working with Rilmac and I am looking forward 
to what the future brings. We are working hard 
to complete the construction of Quicksilver 
and commence some initial speed trials. We 
are aiming to attempt the record in March 
2009. 
I very much hope Rilmac will be with us all the 
way.

Work 
related driving is one of the biggest single causes of all reportable accidents.

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When developing its guidance (March 1998) RoSPA (Royal Society for the Prevention of 
Accidents) estimated that, out of a total of some 3,500 road accident fatalities every year, 
between 800 and 1000 (25 - 30 per cent) were likely to be occurring in accidents involving 
vehicles being driven for work purposes. And company car drivers have nearly twice the 
accident liability of drivers in general. It is likely that more people are killed and seriously injured 
in ‘at work’ road accidents than in all other notifiable (RIDDOR) events put together.  
Further evidence comes from the Health and Safety Executive’s (HSE) survey of self reported 
work-related injury which has shown that there are some 77,000 injuries to employees every 
year as a result of ‘at work’ road accidents  
Despite these appalling and quite frightening statistics, drivers still increase their risks by using 
hand held mobiles at the wheel. 
A ban on using hand-held mobile phones while driving came into force in Britain in 2003. 
Offenders will be subject to a £60 fine, which can be increased up to a maximum fine of £1000 if 
an offence goes to court. There will also be 3 points on your licence. 
UK drivers are still permitted to use hands-free kits, even though many road safety experts say 
that no-hands phone calls are as distracting to drivers - and therefore as dangerous - as calls 
made using handsets. 
David Jamieson, Road Safety Minister, said: "You are four times more likely to be involved in an 
accident when using a mobile phone and driving - and this new offence will help make our roads 
safer. 
Using any type of phone while driving increases the risk of having an accident. Remember the 
police can use other powers to prosecute a driver if they are distracted by a call on a hands-free 
phone.
